A motion was made by Richard Fraser to approve PEC to install a new pole on the property at 8305 Lime Creek Rd so as not to have to cut and install across Lime Creek Rd. Carey Witt seconded. All Agreed.
 b. William Broaddus 8512 Lime Creek Rd.
A motion made by Justine Blackmore-Hlista to approve PEC to remove existing poles and replace on William Broaddus property at 8512 Lime Creek Rd with the condition that he has written consent from Joanne Walker, neighbor, as her electric is furnished from these poles also.
