
 Village of Volente Regular Council Meeting, 

Tuesday, January 23rd, 2007,

Regular Meeting at 7:00 P.M.

VVFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas

1. Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:05 P.M. Present was Jan Yenawine, Richard Fraser, Carey Witt, Scott Attwood, Gary Murphy and Justine Blackmore-Hlista.
2. Citizen’s Comments: No comments.

3. Recommendations from Planning and Zoning Commission. (Jack Hirschhorn).


(a) Isle Estates. Jack Hirschhorn reported that this application was denied as submitted and that they asked the applicant to consider build out of Mary St to Lime Creek Road .

 (b) Robert & Brenda Lincoln on cut & fill variance. P&Z denied this variance because P&Z was concerned that the house was being built on more then 25% slope.


 (c ) Tree Ordinance. P&Z recommended that Sec 33.336 (C ) (1) be eliminated and a foot note added.
4. Public Hearing, presentation, discussion and possible action on preliminary plat and site application by Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineer, Aaron Pesek, for Isle Estates, a replat of Lot 11, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 5. Aaron Pesek gave a presentation of this subdivision with the change from the suggestion that P&Z gave to build out Mary Street to Lime Creek Road and then ask for variance from the two access requirement to the subdivision. After hearing from surrounding property owners Council approved the preliminary site plan with the condition that the applicant apply to P&Z for two variances, one from required buildable area and one from the two access requirement and from the continuation from extending Short Street. (refer to subdivision Ordinance Sec.31.115 (7) (A) Action by Council. Motion was made by Richard Fraser and seconded by Scott Attwood.
5. Discussion and possible action for a variance request from the cut & fill requirement of 5’, Site Development Ordinance, Sec. 33.339. Request made by B&M Builder, Bruce Fowler for owners Robert & Brenda Lincoln, 8305 Lime Creek Rd, Lot 13. After hearing recommendation from P&Z the Council reviewed new information on the slope issue and the engineered construction of the retaining wall. Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the variance with the maximum height of the wall from 2’ to 15’. Carey Witt seconded. All agreed. Variance was approved.
6. Discussion and possible action on a variance request from Jim & Cheryl Clishem, 8204 West Drive, for noncompliant issue of  retaining walls in excess of ten feet and cut and fill in excess of five feet. Andrew Evans, Engineer with ATS gave history of this property and how the retaining wall heights were not addressed by previous engineer when plans were approved. Mr. Clishem showed pictures of the wall and the planters and how the walls are constructed. Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the variance with Scott Attwood seconding. All Agreed. Variance approved.
7. Discussion and possible action to contract with Volente Fire Chief Billy Webb for consultation issues of the Village. Mayor Yenawine stated that Chief Webb had spent a lot of time assisting with street plans for Volente Peak and it was taking away from his limited time he has at the fire department. This would be scheduled thru the Village office and billed to the applicant. Carey Witt made a motion to do a contract with Fire Chief Webb but that it would need to go to the ESD also for their approval also. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. Contract approved by four approvals and one opposed.
8. Discussion and possible action to amend the fee ordinance. Engineer David Simons presented Council will a draft of fees needed to include the PDD on the current fee ordinance. City Secretary to work on amendments to the fee ordinance to capture additional fees for PDD and Code Enforcement officers.
9. Discussion and possible action regarding adopting a driveway ordinance. Council recommended giving driveway diagrams to P&Z for review and have them put together an ordinance. Suggestion of getting Leander’s ordinance then getting input from the fire chief to make the standards to require them to accommodate emergency fire access.
10. Discussion and possible action on Village of Volente Council Guidance # 2006-01 (re: single family building permits) 10-17-06. Not discussed.
11. Discussion and possible action restricting rock mail boxes in Volente. Letter form Travis County reviewed stating that rock mailboxes were not allowed in ROW and they were having residence remove them to be in compliance. Council decided to go with what Travis County has and Attorney Tom Buckle will have ordinance written.
12. Staff Report:  Approval of Minutes for October 17, October 23, October 28, November 28, and December 19, 2006. Tabled
      Financial Report. No action
      Election 2007. 
      Code Enforcement Inspectors (Gary Frame & Jim Goble) Council met both inspectors and discussed what has been implemented such as pre construction meetings. Enforcement issues were discussed and discussion of making separate permits for site and building. 
      Burn Ban. Burn ban has been lifted by Travis County.
13. Future meetings and agenda items. Next regular meeting will be February 20, 2007. Special called meeting will be Thursday January 23, 2007. Agenda items for regular meeting will be tree ordinance, dark sky ordinance, and fee ordinance.
14. Adjourn. Gary Murphy made a motion to adjourn with Carey Witt seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 10:10 P.M.
