1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:34 PM. Present were Allison Thrash, Jack Hirschhorn, David Gordon, and Brian Nasky. Cat Smith was absent.

2.   Discussion and approval of minutes for:

      December 1, 2005 Allison Thrash made motion to approve minutes with Brian Nasky seconding.

3. Presentation, discussion and possible action on submission of preliminary replat and site plan application for Lime Creek Estates, 8250 Lime Creek Road, Lot 5, Lake Travis Subdivision No. 2. Brian Nasky made motion to approve with conditions, and David Gordon seconded. All agreed.


Conditions were: address the issues on the review letter.

1. The existing Lime Creek Rd. R.O.W. and Jackson St. R.O.W. are not 
dimensioned, 
the R.O.W.


dedication along Jackson St. is not dimensioned, and the 10’ R.O.W. dedication along 
Lime Creek Rd. is not labeled. The existing Lime Creek Rd. R.O.W. width is not uniform 
within the vicinity of the subject property (narrows at Jackson St.) and another 
property pin should be located on the opposite side of Lime Creek Rd. near the Jackson 
St. intersection to verify the existing R.O.W. width.


2. The references to the “715’ contour” in the meets and bounds 
description of the 
property and on
the plat drawing are being made for the purposes of flood plain 
delineation but are not accurate.
The topographic survey indicates that the boundary of 
the subdivision falls well inside the 715’ contour along proposed Lots 1 and 2. (One 
point in Lot 2 is near the 698’ contour.) The Engineer and Surveyor should consider 
removing those references since the boundaries of the property depart from the 
715’ 
contour and the Engineer should reconsider the certification that no portion of the tract 
lies within the 100-year floodplain.


3. A +/- 5’ segment of the property boundary at the intersection of Jackson St. and Lime 
Creek Rd.was left out of the meets and bounds description in the plat.


4. The location of the existing pavement along Lime Creek Road does not appear to be 
accurately reflected on the Site Plan. (Two utility poles are shown in the middle of the 
pavement.) Given other documented cases of encroachment of pavement onto private 
property, the pavement 
along Lime Creek Rd. and Jackson St. should be accurately 
located on the Site Plan.


Revision to lot line 1, 2, and 3 and dedication of sidewalk easement.
