1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum.  Meeting was called to order at 7:10 P.M. Present were Jack Hirschhorn, Allison Thrash, David Gavenda, Judy Graci and alternate Ron Montanez. Brian Nasky was absent.

2.  Citizen Comments:  No comments

3. Discussion and possible action on the application request by landowner and developers for the proposed Resubdivision of Lot 15 Phase One Volente Peak, 8295 Lime Creek Road, Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineers for Daffron Properties Ltd. Plans were reviewed for a subdivision of the existing 12.428 acre tract into 7.164 and 5.264 acre tracts. Plans are to put two single family homes with joint driveway. These tracts could be subdivided by meets and bounds without a plat but owner voluntarily submitted to show how the new lots can be served by a single driveway. Three variances will be needed at the time of the construction and submittal of the site development application. David Gavenda made a motion to approve the Minor Plat with Judy Graci seconding. Judy Graci & David Gavenda  agreed, with  Allison Thrash opposing.

4. Discussion and possible action regarding the first submittal of the Concept Plan for the proposed Valencia project, a mixed commercial and

residential development, that covers the land currently occupied by the Volente Beach Club and described as Lots 1 – 7 in Lake Travis

Subdivision No. 1. Marley Porter, architect for Steve Adams addressed Council and the public his suggestion to stage a sherrett to work with Council and public to see what all would like to see on the Volente Waterpark property. As far as the concept plan that was proposed he withdrew those plans stating they were off the table. Roe Fleenor, Mattie Adams, Rick Redmond, and Mike Gold all thought this may be a good idea to have and open discussion and maybe the Village could get something also. David Gordon stated he thought the developer just wanted the citizens to come up with a plan for them. It was agreed by all that the Village should not spend any money on attorneys or engineers to come up with ideas. 
5. Discussion and possible action regarding windmill energy regulation ordinance. David Gavenda presented to Commissioners several sample ordinances from other communities. He made a motion to use the sample ordinance from Rock County which basically puts a moratorium on building of wind energy mills until an ordinance can be written and put into place. Allison Thrash seconded. All agreed.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding stabilization of construction sites within a specified amount of time. David Simons reported to the Commission that the Village has adopted the City of Austin standards that allow eighteen months as long as the temporary controls are maintained.

7. Approval of minutes. February 19, 2008. Allison Thrash made a motion to approve the minutes with corrections, with David Gavenda seconding. All agreed.
8. Future Meetings & Agenda Items.  Next meeting will be April 2, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. Variances for Daffron Property, Lot 15, Gatehollow II, Windmill energy and P&Z positions of Chair and Co Chair.
9. Adjourn. David Gavenda made a motion to adjourn with Judy Graci seconding. Meeting adjourned at 9:10 P.M.
