1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 6:03 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Richard Fraser, Gary Murphy, Lee Bass and Justine Blackmore-Hlista. Carey Witt arrived at 6:25 P.M.
2. Report on City of Austin Meeting regarding ETJ. Mayor Yenawine reported on the meeting he attended with the City of Austin Staff Laura Hoffman and Austin City Attorney. Council member Justine Blackmore-Hlista and Attorney Tom Buckle attended also. Mayor Yenawine explained to City of Austin that Volente would like the preserve in Volente ETJ so it can be protected and to also have restricted covenants such as having Austin, Travis County, US Fish & Wildlife as protective government agencies. Austin will begin to brief Austin Council members on the proposal with the next step to be on Austin Council agenda.
3. Review and discussion of the applicable state law(s) regarding the procurement by municipalities of professional services including engineering services, and a review and discussion of the Texas Professional Engineering Licensing Act regarding the setting of fees for services with public entities. Richard Fraser reviewed the rules of procurement with council members.
4. Discussion and possible action to acquire additional engineering expertise for guidance on the tri-city water project. This item taken out of order. David Gavenda gave council members an update of retaining Robert Bruce, a noise and vibration expert, to review noise ordinances and evaluate Volente for noise and vibration stating also that the ordinance should include industrial. Richard Fraser made a motion to have Mr. Gavenda contact Mr. Bruce for the development of a noise and vibration ordinance. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. Richard Fraser amended the motion to hire the appropriate expertise to review the ordinance. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. Four votes for and one abstained. City Attorney Tom Buckle will do letter to Mr. Bruce.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding public works in the Village. Carey Witt reported that he visited the sites on Lime Creek Road that need repaired. He will put information in letter to David Simons, City Engineer, for an evaluation and scope of work.
6. Discussion and possible action to amend the sign ordinance. Richard Fraser will bring amendment to the next meeting. Tabled
7. Discussion and possible action on payback agreement with Texas Comptroller of Public Accounts. The Village received a sales tax overpayment from August 2005- April 2006. Richard Fraser made a motion to pay full amount of $22236.19 with Gary Murphy seconding. All agreed.
8. Recommendation from Planning & Zoning, discussion and possible action to amend the subdivision ordinance Sec. 31.116, Sec. 31.117. Procedures & Submission Requirements for Preliminary Plat & Final Plat Approval. Planning & Zoning recommended to Council to amend Sec. 31.116 to require that fiscal be paid and final plat be filed before construction begins. Richard Fraser made a motion to require fiscal posting prior to construction. Motion did not carry. Gary Murphy made a motion to amend Sec. 31.1116 to tie fiscal to the preliminary application. Richard Fraser seconded. Richard Fraser amended the motion to insert in Sec. 31.116 (f) No site development until the posting of the appropriate fiscal. Gary Murphy seconded. All agreed. Discussion of final plat to be on next agenda.
9. Future meetings and agenda items. Next meeting August 6, 2007 at 6:00. Agenda item to be discussion of using the UT Mediation Center. Next regular meeting August 21, 2007. Animal control, tree trimming and sign ordinance on agenda.
10. Adjourn. Richard Fraser made a motion to adjourn with Gary Murphy seconding. All agreed.
