Special Called Meeting, Monday, October 23rd, 2006, 

6:30 P.M. Executive Session

7:00 P.M. Special Called Meeting at 

VVFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas 

1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Mayor Yenawine called the public meeting to order at 7:20 P.M. Present was Jan Yenawine, Richard Fraser, Justine Blackmore-Hlista, Scott Attwood, Carey Witt and Gary Murphy.
2. PUBLIC HEARING on proposed adoption of an ordinance conditionally rezoning an approximate 297-acre tract of land owned by  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Grason Volente Ltd. and Volente Group of Texas, Ltd. from single family residential to a Planned Development District (PDD). Richard Fraser gave a brief recap of events relating to the Volente Peak Development.
Don Burg: Expressed his feeling on the proposal and felt should be voted down.

Carl Campbell: Expressed his feelings that P&Z’s wisdom was ignored along with the survey and ordinances. 

Priscilla Burg: Expressed concerns regarding fire protection, police protection and park maintenance stating the Village can’t afford it.

Mattie Adams: Voiced concerns of allowing to build on 40% slopes. Recommended a vote of no and parks should be open to the public and no fee charged.

Brian Nasky: Voiced concern that the setback on ½ acre lots is too small and would be comparable to Steiner Ranch. Also voiced concerned about cut & fill language and slope average, safety access, street widths, dark skies ordinance. Stated that to “hook up” to the water system would be very expensive.

Allison Thrash: Voiced concerns of cut& fill, storm water runoff, enforcement issues and asked council to think about the proposal more before making a decision tonight.

Lee Bass: Stated that the citizens have not changed their minds since the survey and that developer should work around the slopes, cut & fill requirements and not destroy the land.

Mary Pomplin: Wanted to make sure that council had received her email. See Attached.

Linda Olson: Wanted clarification of the schedule of events.

Bill Mason: Stated that the survey wanted control of growth but that it was slanted, that development was going to happen. Slope issues and erosion could be controlled by engineers. Stated it would be a higher risk not to pass PDD, could be worse and did not want tax dollars spent on attorneys.

Judy Barrick: Stated that previous Council knew when they passed the MUD it was known that development was going to happen. Felt a decision should be made tonight. 

Isabelle Evans: Voiced concern about the traffic and safety on FM 2769 and Lime Creek Roads and does not want to see the “hill” in Lake Travis or Reed Dr. by not having good drainage control.

Mike Whitely: Voiced concern of the steep slopes for fire & emergency personnel getting up to the fire.

Roe Fleenor: Stated Volente needed to balance the quality of life. Property owners have the right to profit from their property. Wants to see the preserve locked in and a compromise reached.

Brian George: Stated the Village has hired engineers for guidance and the Village is meeting what the survey says, full life cycle. Will have traffic problems no matter how many homes are built. Stated that all the big issues have been “tackled.”

Brian Todd: Stated that Colleyville, TX stuck to their original ideas and now it is the nicest place to live. Would like to see the rules followed.

Nancy Carufel: Stated owners have the right to build but if unbuildable then it is unbuildable. Concerned about keeping the preserve.
Marvin Grueson: Stated concerned with emergency issues with narrow streets and not enough police and fire protection.

Jim Kleffner: Asked if give in to them for up on the hill why not for folks down in Volente. Same restrictions for all are needed.

Jack Hirschhorn: Still has the concern with the slopes and safety.

Public Hearing closed

4.Consideration and possible adoption of an ordinance conditionally rezoning an Approximate 297-acre tract of land owned by  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Grason Volente Ltd. and Volente Group of Texas, Ltd. from single family residential to a Planned Development District (PDD).

Gary Murphy: Stated this is a business venture to developers. Discussion of parks cost. 

Richard Fraser: Clarified some issues that the public voiced that the meetings were all public meeting and had been going on weekly for several months and that the streets will be the widest streets in Volente.

Justine Blackmore-Hlista: Addressed the concerns that Council had ignored P&Z recommendations and that the above 20% slopes and cut & fill could not be delegated to the engineers.

Scott Attwood: Addressed the safety issues as that the Fire Chief has reviewed and approved the road grades. Fire Chief Webb stated that other issues were being reviewed such as type of road for steeper slopes.

Carey Witt: Felt that Council was trying to get a balance, which not everyone was going to be happy but did agree that building on slopes in excess of 25% is a mistake. Stated also that the Village has to allow development.

Gary Murphy made a motion to increase to $300, 000.00 for park contribution with Carey Witt seconding. Discussion ensued. Gary Murphy amended his motion to $200, 000.00 payable up front at the final plat of phase one. Scott Attwood seconded. Discussion ensued. Motion carried with four for, and Richard Fraser opposed.

Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the PDD as amended with Scott Attwood seconding. Motion passed with four for and Gary Murphy  opposed.

Council took a five minute break at 11:00 P.M.

5. Consideration and possible adoption of a preliminary plan for a Planned Development District for an approximate 297-acre tract of land owned by  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Grason Volente Investments Ltd. and Volente Group of Texas, Ltd. No action
6.  Report on Road Maintenance. Scott Attwood reported that road maintenance would begin Tuesday, October 24th.
7.  Future Meetings and agenda items. Need for agenda item to update with the LCRA standards. Next regular meeting November 21, 2006.
8. Adjourn. Richard Fraser made a motion to adjourn with Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 11:10 P.M.
