4. Discussion and possible action from Executive session. No action from Executive Session.

5.  Recommendations from Planning & Zoning Meeting. See Attached 
6.  Discussion and possible action on the recommendations from the planning and Zoning Commission. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to authorize  City Attorney Tom Buckle to make amendments to the Site Development Ordinance, Section 33.333(2) (B) and (6) (B). Joint use drives. Eliminate (6) (B) and just make minimum driveway width twenty –four (24’) with maximum of thirty feet (30’). Lee Bass seconded. Four votes of approval and one abstained.
Discussion of the wind mill energy.  Discussion ensued regarding what Council wants in the way of regulations of wind energy in the Village. Some suggestions were possibly a ban on stations, and possibly a regulation through a special use permit and specify size and location. Do not want them to be nuisance to their neighbors. Attny Tom Buckle will ask his partner for his opinion to authorize or prohibit commercial and special use. 
7. Review and possible action of applications for consideration of appointment to Council for the unexpired term of Councilman Richard Fraser. Councilman Richard Fraser resigned his position on the Council. Justine Blackmore- Hlista made a motion to table the review and selection of the applicants until next meeting. Gary Murphy seconded. All agreed with Richard Fraser abstaining.
8. Discussion and possible action to appoint Mayor Pro Tem. Richard Fraser made a motion to nominate Justine-Blackmore-Hlista for Mayor Pro Tem. Lee Bass seconded. Gary Murphy made a motion to table until next month. The motion failed due to no second. Richard Fraser’s motion was approved with three for and two abstentions.
9. Discussion and possible action to appoint a new floodplain manager. Richard Fraser made a motion to appoint Jennifer Zufelt, City Secretary as the new flood plain manager. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All approved.
10. Public hearing on the annexation of certain parcels of land and the disannexation of certain parcels of land to adjust the Village of Volente’s corporate boundary with the City of Austin’s extraterritorial jurisdiction to comply with the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Austin (signed March 17, 2008) and the Village of Volente (signed February 7, 2008). Engineer Keith Collins gave presentation to the Council and public of the boundary changes. The total change is twenty –two acres with the cliff areas into the City Of Austin ETJ allowing flatter area in Volente. Richard Fraser made a motion to close the public hearing with Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. All agreed.
 11. Consideration and possible action by the Village Council to annex certain parcels of land and disannex certain parcels of land to adjust the Village of Volente’s corporate boundary with the City of Austin’s extraterritorial jurisdiction to comply with the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement between the City of Austin (signed March 17, 2008) and the Village of Volente (signed February 7, 2008). Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to table this item with Lee Bass seconding. All agreed.
12.  Discussion and possible action regarding the results of the Senior Tax straw polling. Much discussion ensued from the public and Council. Justine Blackmore-Hlista stated she was in favor of looking at the present $30, 0000 discount and increasing it as appropriate. Lee Bass agreed stating it would be irresponsible to freeze the taxes. Fred Graber and Richard Fraser agreed to the present policy. Gary Murphy stating it was a flexibility issue.
13. Discussion and possible action to adopt traffic sign ordinance for no parking on portion of Debbie St. This item was tabled
14.  Discussion and possible action to designate placement of  traffic signs Richard Fraser made a motion to approve a fee of not to exceed $3000.00 for the installation of the new signs to be placed on Wharf Cove and Lime Creek Rd by the Real Estate Office. 
15. Discussion and possible action to decide on project for Capital Metro funds 2008. Recommended asking Engineer David Simons to do a report for next month on the roads and then prioritize the plan.
16.  Discussion and possible action regarding animal control. Tabled
