6. Representatives from Pedernales Electric, Pete Brooks and Mike Collins to present updates on activities in Volente. Mike Collins gave update on new internet Dish service called Wild Blue and about the exhibit at the LBJ Library, Power to the People. David Simons, Village Engineer also gave brief report on the meeting he had with Mike Collins regarding underground power installation for new subdivisions in Volente.
7. Announcement of Burn Ban in effect and VVFD Chief Billy Webb presentation. Fire Chief Webb was not present but Mayor Yenawine stated the burn ban is in effect for at least the next 30 days.
8. Traffic Enforcement report (Gary Murphy). Traffic Complaints and discussion of speed limits on Lime Creek Road. Gary Murphy will be getting the survey report soon and that the motor cycle detail would be out in Volente over the Labor Day Holiday.
9. Road Maintenance Report (Scott Attwood) Herbicide treatment and roadside repairs. Scott Attwood reported that the road repairs would be approximately $2900.00 to patch the shoulders including the bad section of Lime Creek Road. The herbicide spraying will be in September for approximately $1200.00
10. Flood Plain FEMA Report (Richard Fraser). The Flood Plain will go into effect after the first of the year to the 722. Councilman Fraser encouraged residents to get their flood insurance.

*Cut & fill maximum of 10’cut & 10’ fill per lot restricted to the building site. Discussion ensued. Issue not resolved

*Slopes: Applicant showed exhibits. Majority agreed to 35% slope. Tom Buckle suggested putting a ‘cap’ on number of 40% slope lots.

*Site Dev # 10: Majority agreed if engineered properly and runoff will be treated. Alternate Control Mechanism to be used to calculate impervious cover.

*Site Dev # 11: Surface flow with fine sheet flow across the conservation easement.

*Site Dev #12: Cut & Fill for Street & Driveways, All in agreement.

*Site Dev # 13: Cut & Fill; Not resolved

*Site Dev # 14: All in agreement for water outside of project only, not impervious cover.

*MUD: All in agreement

*Bird Survey: All in agreement

Site Dev # 15: All in agreement as long as stay within 10A permit requirements.

* Tree Preservation: Discussion Ensued. Issue not resolved.

Site Dev #17: Private Streets; Majority did not want private streets or gated community.

Exhibit from applicant reviewed.
