1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting was called to order at 7:05 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Lee Bass, Brian Nasky, Gary Murphy, Fred Graber and Justine Blackmore-Hlista.

2.  Citizens Comments: None
3.  Discussion and possible action on a variance request from overhead utility regulations Site Development Ordinance Sec. 33.349. Request from Ruan Lourens and Time Warner for 8122 Lime Creek RD. Mr. Lourens advised Council that Time Warner is now stating that they require two poles. Village Attorney stated that actually it is Time Warner’s variance not the homeowners. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to approve the variance for Time Warner with the following conditions:

a. The variance is for a term of four years (4) or when additional residence request service to use that line.

b. Poles cannot increase in size or capacity and it needs to be removed at the end of the four year term.

c. A ROW permit needs to be obtained before any work is started.

4. Discussion and possible action on proposed agenda and selecting a meeting date to meet with Cedar Park, Round Rock and Leander regarding the proposed raw water intake. Council member Justine Blackmore-Hlista will do a draft agenda after hearing guidelines from the other councilmember’s.
5. Discussion and possible action regarding drainage, run-off and dirt stock-piling on Mary Street. Much discussion ensued. Councilman Fred Graber will speak with the developer to remove the pile of dirt or action will be taken.
6. Discussion and possible action to contract with a towing service. Tabled
7.  Report from Planning & Zoning Commission. In the absence of a P&Z Representative the city secretary gave brief update. (see attached)
8.  Discussion and possible action on ordinances up for review and revision by the P&Z Commission. Council would like P&Z to:
a. review site development ordinance to establish a fine or adopt a general fine ordinance

b. review Flood Plain ordinance

c. Non conforming use and structures

d. review tree cutting/clearing/and landscaping regulations

9. Discussion and possible action regarding enforcement within the Village. Enforcer Jim Gobel advised Council that the real issue he has is the clearing of the land and that the regulations probably need to be reviewed and made clearer. Council approved a magnetic sign for code enforcers’ vehicles so they can be identified.
10. Discussion and possible action to approve a sign permit for a real estate sign. A sign permit was submitted by Jim Sanders for a real estate sign that was larger then the allowed four square feet. Council reviewed the sign pictures and Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to deny the permit and the sign needs to be removed within three business days, noting that after then fines will be imposed daily. Brian Nasky seconded and all agreed.
11. Staff Report:  a. Approval of Minutes from August 19, 2008. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to approve with corrections and Fred Graber seconded. All agreed.
