      2.  Public hearing on a request from Kevin Lange for a variance from the

Kevin Lange 
explained why he was seeking a variance which is due to small buildable area due 
to drainage easement and wanting to save the large trees on the property. Mr. & Mrs. Jim Clishem were present who are the neighbors, stated they have no problem with a set back of 10’, but are concerned of the location of the house as they have solar panels and fear the house being located so close next to them will interfere. Discussion ensued.

3.   Discussion and possible action on the request from Kevin Lange, for a 
variance from the zoning ordinance regarding side yard setback for 8200 
West 
Drive., Lot 11 B, Lake Travis Subdivision No. 6 Volente, Travis 
County. Discussion ensued. Concern was voiced of the “domino effect” that giving a variance will cause. Isabelle Evans made a motion to vote on the variance. Carl Campbell made motion to table the request until the Villages engineer has reviewed the new plans and the topography is more defined.
Isabelle Evans withdrew her motion. Carl Campbell’s motion did not carry. 3 opposed to tabling to 2 for tabling. Isabelle Evans then made a motion for a 10’ side set back on the north east (right) side of the house with the specific plans that were presented and signed at this meeting. The variance was granted for preservation of the topography and vegetation on the lot. The variance was approved with 3 yays, 1nay, and 1 abstention.
City Attorney will be asked for clarification if granting a variance might affect engineering plans.
Suggestion of having a fire personnel at BOA meetings and also introduce verbiage in the charter regarding fire safety.

It was also requested that the plans need to be in the office 15 days prior to the variance meeting for review and that the variance is granted for the plans that are presented at the time of the variance.
