1. Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Lee Bass, Carey Witt, Richard Fraser and Justine Blackmore-Hlista. Gary Murphy arrived at 7:50 P.M.
       2. Citizens Comments: Chris Lippe, representative from the BCRUA gave Council a letter (see attached) to update them a give them a status of the studies related to the Water Project. He would like to be on next months agenda.

Stephen Adams introduced himself to Council to let them know that he purchased VIP Marina and the Volente Beach Water Park. He stated that the water park would remain open in 2008. He stated he has an option on the 20 acre tract where the parking lot and additional residential lots are now. He has no concept plan to present yet. Tom Loomis of Loomis Engineering is his agent and Marlon Porter is his architect and Jason Milligan is his assistant.

        3. Recommendations from planning & zoning . No P&Z Commissioner was present to give recommendation.

a. A variance request from Joseph Koen of Garret-Ihnen, representing William Mason, Lot 15, 8293 Lime Creek RD, for drive way permit. The variance request from site development ordinance Sec 33.336 (a) No activities on grades with slopes of 25%. Sec. 33.336 (b) No drive or roadway on slopes more then 15%, and Sec 33.339 (a) (1) Cut and fill maximum of 5’.

             b. A variance application from William Broaddus, 8512 Lime Creek RD. Variance request from Water Quality ordinance Sec.32.110, Impervious Cover not to exceed 20%.


     4. a. Discussion and possible action on a variance request from Joseph Koen of Garret-Ihnen, representing William Mason, Lot 15, 8293 Lime Creek RD, for drive way permit. The variance request from site development ordinance Sec 33.336 (a) No activities on grades with slopes of 25%. Sec. 33.336 (b) No drive or roadway on slopes more then 15%, and Sec 33.339 (a) (1) Cut and fill maximum of 5’. After much discussion Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to deny the variance with Richard Fraser seconding. All agreed. This gives the applicant an opportunity to come back with a completed project. Issues were: Council not comfortable with an unfinished driveway due to run off and stabilization issues, unsightly unfinished visual, visibility, letter from Fire Chief not supporting the slope, and also a driveway with no residential plans.

b. Discussion and possible action on a variance application from William Broaddus, 8512 Lime Creek RD. Variance request from Water Quality ordinance Sec.32.110, Impervious Cover not to exceed 20%. Mr. Broaddus advised Council that he was going ahead and having the two lots combined and Loomis Austin was doing the work. He submitted a revised restrictive covenant until he combines the lots. Richard Fraser made a motion to allow a temporary building permit with the of filing of the  restrictive covenant in the real property of Travis County finalizing the replat of the two lots into one as recommended by Planning & Zoning within forty-five (45) days 

( November 2, 2007). Lee Bass seconded. All agreed.
5.    Public Hearing discussion and possible action on proposed budget and tax rate for 2007-2008. Proposed budget was discussed which included City Secretary wage increase and adding a line item of grant writer for a budget amount of $5000. Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the second reading of the budget with Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. Richard Fraser made an amendment to the motion to add in the additional funds set aside for the Grason Development fees that are in a separate account. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All agreed.
6. Future Meetings and agenda items. Next meeting will be September 25, 2007 to adopt the proposed budget and tax rate. Mayor Yenawine wants an eConnection to go out announcing the budget and tax rate meeting.

7. Adjourn. Richard Fraser made a motion to adjourn with Gary Murphy seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 8:35 P.M.
