3.  Open Regular Meeting. Roll Call. Regular meeting called to order at 8:15

            4.  Presentation, discussion and possible action on replat and site plan 
application for Lot 19, Lake Travis Subdivision No. 3, R.D. Barrick 
Subdivision. (Angie 
Seguin, Garrett-Ihnen Engineers). David Gordon made 
motion to table this item until May meeting with Allison Thrash seconding. 
All agreed. TABLED


5.  Presentation, discussion and possible action on submission of Planned 
Development District Application for Volente Peak Project, Grason Volente 
LTD. Allison Thrash recused herself from this agenda item and Lee Bass took 
her position. Representative from Grason Volente gave a presentation.

* A boundary change is needed. Proposal was for 296 lots on 297 acres. Zoning 
categories would be R1 & R1C. Variances would be required to build roads, side 
set backs, and front set backs.

* Half acre lots would have 10’ side set backs to have diversity.


* 196 lots are below one acre.


* 15 lots are ¾ acre


* 102 lots greater then one acre.


* Offering water connections, approximately two acres for activity center and fire 
station.


* Sidewalks were not considered and would seek variance from that.


* Cannot guarantee access to the preserve.


* The drip irrigation size will be lower now that the density is lower. Will not use 
septic because of market ability and ½ acre lots hard to get drip lines, no 
absorption and expensive septic systems.


* Developers asked for a time frame for all collective comments.

* Commissioners asked for “lock” on the conservation easement.

* Traffic impact analysis. 

* Generator in the lift systems.

* Slope maps

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding sidewalks and pedestrian access 
along roadways. This item was taken out of order and discussed before item # 5. Brian Nasky voiced concern regarding safety problem with people walking along Lime Creek Road and FM 2769. No sidewalks for them to walk on so they are on the road. Site Development Ordinance, Sec. 33.332 already in place but not enforced. Fred Jay, with Jay Engineering stated there is no convenient place for a sidewalk and would require ADA compliance. Stated the terrain not feasible for sidewalk and not good to put in ROW. Fred Jay suggested revision per case. Difficult because we do not have curbs and then there is the maintenance issue. It was suggested that it be at the sub-division level and that maybe treat it as parkland fund. Brian Nasky made motion to table with David Gordon seconding. All agreed.
