1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Lee Bass, Fred Graber, Brian Nasky and Justine Blackmore-Hlista. Gary Murphy arrived at 7:05. City Attorney Tom Buckle and City Engineer David Simons were also present.

2.  Citizens Comments:  Patricia Gerantine informed Council that she is upset with the process of getting a spa permit as she was told she would need a variance to build it in the floodplain stating that she was unable to get on the Council agenda for the variance.

3. Pedernales representative Peter Brooks. PEC representative Sonny Ponce presented mayor Yenawine with franchise check for $3378.14.
4. Discussion and possible action to adopt the new floodplain ordinance. Council made some changes to the proposed draft ordinance such as making building two (2) feet above the 722 to 724 and that the appeal board will be the Council. 7. Update and discussion on Travis County transfer of Preserve. Attorney Tom Buckle stated he had been in contact with Travis County attorney and that this item would be on the agenda after their budget was adopted.

Meeting will be August 26, 2008 at 7:00 P.M. Post cards will be mailed to village residents announcing the meeting but no public input will be allowed.

10. Review and possible action of applications for consideration of appointment to Board of Adjustments and Planning & Zoning Commission. Gary Murphy made a motion to appoint Chris Wilder to the BOA as an alternate with Brian Nasky seconding. All agreed.
11. Discussion and possible action to contract with North Shore Lawn Care for mowing of ROW in Volente. Tabled
12. Discussion and possible action on 2008-2009 budget. Council will review and have a special called budget meeting on September 9 at 7:00 P.M.
