1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 6:30 PM. Present were Lee Bass. Richard Fraser, Gary Murphy, Carey Witt, Justine Blackmore-Hlista and Jan Yenawine.

2. Village of Volente Board of Adjustments

     a. Discuss BOA role and authority. Village attorney explained the having a Board of Adjustments allows expansion to handle administrable decisions and only handle variances from the zoning ordinance. If a variance is appealed it has to be within ten (10) days to district court.

      b. Review of recent BOA action on variance request by VJ’s Café. Concerns were voiced from Council members Lee Bass and Justine Blackmore-Hlista of the BOA might be relying on statements from neighbors and making that what their decisions are based on. Attorney tom Buckle stated that as a matter of law it is fine to listen to neighbors but it cannot be the grounds for decisions. Mike Gold responded by stating that the Board does listen to neighbors but does not grant a variance on that. It helps to listen to what they have to say to keep the spirit of Volente and the ordinances.
Other neighbors didn’t feel that the applicant gave a detailed presentation and stated that no minutes were published since the meeting that the variance was approved. It was also voiced the concern of Council not being involved in the decision. Some council members felt that the ordinance needs to be reviewed by P&Z to look at how commercial should be permitted.
It was decided that the Board of Adjustments will call another meeting and put conditions on the variance such as not adding on to the deck in the future.

      c. Discuss possible changes to BOA authorizing ordinance. Council member Lee Bass felt that all commercial variances and permits should go to Council before going to Board of Adjustments.
