8. Discussion and possible action on letter from Volente Ventures regarding extension of filing the final approved subdivision plat of Highland Bend Estates. This item was taken out of order. Aaron Pesek explained that they needed another extension due to the coordination with PEC to have the 50’ PUE and get it on the plat. Scott Attwood made a motion to accept the extension letter for two months from May 31, 2007. Richard Fraser seconded and all agreed.
9.   Discussion and possible action to implement a freeze on  tax rates for persons over 65 and permanently disabled by way of ordinance or election. Richard Fraser advised that according to the Tax appraisal sheet there are 40 persons claiming exemption in Volente for 65 and permanently disabled. Much discussion ensued. Richard Fraser made a motion to keep the way Council has been doing by setting the reduction annually. Justine Blackmore- Hlista seconded. All agreed.
10. Discussion and possible action of amending applicable provisions of the Volente Code regarding the location and routing of electrical, phone and cable transmission lines. Tom Buckle briefed that Council as to why an ordinance is needed to protect the Village and utility company’s across the countryside and not to interfere with the contiguous land owners. Council gave direction to the City Attorney to draft an ordinance.
11. Discussion and possible action on the Village of Volente's request for release of approximately 800 acres from Austin's ETJ. Richard Fraser made a motion to direct the Mayor to write a letter to the City of Austin, City Manager asking to meet to discuss the release of the preserve into Volente’s ETJ. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded with all others agreeing.
12. Discussion and possible action on recommendations from Jay Engineering regarding drainage problem on RM 2769.Drainage letter reviewed from Engineer. Richard Fraser made a motion to authorize the City Engineer to get a bid package together with plan specifications on the Lime Creek Road section that needs stabilization. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. Scott Attwood and “Gary Murphy opposed the motion, Carey Witt, Richard Fraser and Justine Blackmore-Hlista all agreed. Motion passed.
13. Discussion and possible action regarding proposed Regional Water Project for Cedar Park, Round Rock and Leander. Justine Blackmore-Hlista gave Council update of meeting that was held Monday, May 14th with Tri-City representatives, local residents, Mayor Yenawine. They were told to expect one of the three requested reports by next week and the remaining two would not be available until July. There will also be a Geo Tech drilling barge on the lake at the end of Booth Circle for two weeks.

Public Hearing was reopened. No discussion from public.
