a.  the addition of this improvement does not cause the impervious cover to exceed 20%

b.   the structure proposed within the floodplain is not living space and will not obstruct water  
flow in the event of flooding

c.   the project shall be built in accordance with FEMA standards

d.  the mechanical structure shall be enclosed with fencing to reduce noise
