Tuesday, May 20, 2008, at 7:00 P.M.

1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM. Present were Jan Yenawine, Carey Witt, Gary Murphy, Richard Fraser, Lee Bass, and Justine Blackmore-Hlista.
2.  Citizens Comments:  Anne Steichen asked Council the results of the straw poll regarding the Senior Tax Freeze. 
3. Presentation from PEC. PEC representative Roy Montemeyer presented a franchise check for $3045.52 to Mayor Yenawine and explained the $1000 scholarship for area seniors. He also referred to the website to review the candidates for board members.
Allison Thrash stated to representatives that she was contacted by Synergetic, the engineering group doing the upgrade for PEC. David Simons, Village Engineer, gave report of the meeting that he had with PEC on May 13 to discuss the upgrade stating that they were planning on replacing existing poles with slightly bigger poles. Discussion ensued about putting the lines underground and they stated it would be very expensive. David Simons stated that PEC would still need to follow ordinances of the Village.
4. Recommendations from Planning & Zoning Meeting. See attached Memorandum.
5. Presentation and Public Hearing on the final plat of Volente Peak Phase I. and the waiver request from: Greg Hammonds gave a brief presentation regarding the twenty one lots on Lime Creek RD known as Volente Peak Phase I. stating that these lots were created by metes and bounds with deed restrictions that gave them the right to allow the lots to be platted giving each lot one acre plus buffer area until it meets the preserve. All the flags will then be dedicated to Travis County with the preserve.

Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the waivers with Carey Witt seconding. All agreed.

Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the final plat with Carey Witt seconding. All agreed. Final Plat approved
7.  Discussion and possible action on the application of a variance request by landowner and developers for the proposed Resubdivision of Lot 15 Phase One Volente Peak, 8295 Lime Creek Road, Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineers for Daffron Properties Ltd. Requesting a variance from: Planning & zoning did not give approval for this application. Bruce Fowler submitted more information and changes to the plans with the suggestions that P&Z had given him. Much discussion ensued about the slope and cut & fill. Main concerns were of water quality and aesthetics. Options for Council were explained by Village Attorney Tom Buckle.
1) recommend to P&Z for recommendation

2) Council can impose requirements

3) Council can deny

Richard Fraser made a motion of maximum of 1-1 slope, use native lime stone and leave natural where stable and approved by geo tech engineer and establish vegetative plantings on slope side. A maximum of 12’ retaining structures allowed on down side of drive.  Drive way construction to have a maximum cut of 12’ cut per the plans submitted 5/20/08.

Carey Witt seconded. All agreed.
8. Discussion and possible action on Minor plat resubdivison of Lot 13, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 2, 16612 Arren Terrace, for owner Ron Murray and waiver request:


a. Request for waiver of all Village fees. 


b. Request to accept recommendation to approve the plat by Travis County Commissioners Court made 9/16/2003 as technical review for this application and waive conflicting requirements in the Village’s development ordinances. 

Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to approve acceptance of the Planning & Zoning recommendation with the conditions that the P&Z  suggested being that the conditions for the waivers are the applicant to pay the outstanding fees due the Village and the Plat will not be filed until a new septic system is installed and approved. Richard Fraser seconded. All agreed.
9. Discussion and possible action regarding the extension of final plat recordation of Highland Bend Estates. Aaron Pesek, Engineer for Garrett-Ihnen, asked for a 60 day extension so that all the approvals from TXDOT are confirmed. Carey Witt made a motion to approve the extension for 60 days with Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. All agreed.
10. Discussion and possible action to start the annexation  and de-annexation process. This item was tabled until next meeting.
11. Discussion and possible action to adopt the following ordinances:


a. Traffic Sign Ordinance. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to adopt this ordinance to put no parking signs along Wharf Cove and part of Lime Creek Rd from Dodd St to Wharf Cove. Lee Bass seconded. All agreed.

b. Wind Energy Moratorium: Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to adopt a six month moratorium to give Planning & Zoning time to develop an ordinance. Lee Bass seconded. All agreed.
            c. Animal Control Ordinance: This item was tabled.
12. Special Presentation to Carey Witt and Jack Hirschhorn. Carey Witt and Jack Hirschhorn were given a plaque for their service and dedication to the Village of Volente.
13. Canvass the returns of the May 10, 2008 Election and approve a resolution declaring the results. Carey Witt acting as canvassing judge gave the results of the May 10 election as follows:  Jan Yenawine, Mayor        115  unopposed

Tom Crider, builder for the homeowner stated that he had spoken to TX DOT and they are working to clean up the ROW drainage problem. Council took no action on this item.
