Notice of Village of Volente Board of Adjustment Meeting,

 Wednesday, April 16th, 2008, 7:00 PM

VVFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas 

1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Mike Gold, Richard Roucloux, Isabelle Evans, Carl Campbell and Fred Graber.

2.  Public hearing  to consider the request from Don Mc Clain, owner of VJ’s Café 15401 FM 2769, Lot 2 Nicholsons Lake Travis Subd. NO 1, for a variance from the zoning ordinance regarding side & back yard setbacks, to construct a 900ft deck on the North Side of the building. (Reference Zoning Ordinance Sec 30.109, Chart 1).  Don McClain, new owner of VJ’s café gave brief introduction stating that he closed on the property last month. Travis Cooley was introduced as the builder who will be doing the work on the new deck. 

Board Member Carl Campbell asked if they planned a music venue.
Mr. McClain answered that there are no plans for a music venue.

Board Member Fred Graber asked what size the doors were going to be going out to the deck. Mr. Cooley answered that they be double doors or possibly a roll down garage door.

Board Member Mike Gold read the variance criteria that the board must follow to consider the variance..

Public hearing opened.
Travis Cooley explained why they wanted to put the deck in the proposed location stating it was to protect the large split oak tree as well as stay away from the septic area and that they felt it would have the least impact on the neighborhood.
Jean Shull, 7602 Reed, asked what the set back would be from the back of the property.

Justine Blackmore-Hlista asked what the justification was, asking if they were aware of the setbacks when they purchased the property. Don McClain answering no stating that they were not aware of the true property line until the survey came in. The present wooden fence is not on the property according to the survey.

Walt Thompson asked what the circumstances are to grant the variance stating that he has not heard any that follow the criteria.

Sam Furman, stated he would much rather have the deck on the park side of the building, then in the back and other side as it would have less impact on his property.

Roger Shull, 7602 Reed, stated he was uncomfortable that a better presentation had not been given showing other options for placement of the deck.

Mike Gold asked what the other locations would be and Travis Colley stated they could move it more to the back but feared the encroachment on the old oak tree would harm it and possibly destroy it. Also they would have to move things around inside the store to put it on the other side of the building. 
Roger Shull agreed that where they proposed would have the least amount of impact.

Walt Thompson stated no location is going to work that noise is noise.

Board Member, Isabelle Evans stated that people have the right to build a deck on their property and they have in good faith tried to stay within ordinances with the least amount of impact impact. The Village has a sound ordinance to regulate sound.

Nancy Carufel spoke in favor of approving the variance.

Public hearing closed. 8:00 PM

Board member Fred Graber asked if they could “shave off” the end of the deck that encroached into the set back. Travis Cooley responded by stating the way the slope was they could not.

Board member Richard Roucloux stated based on where the septic and oak tree is located he felt that this was the most logical place with the least amount of impact. 

Richard Roucloux made a motion to grant the variance as presented for the 5’ side set back on the north side of the property.

Carl Campbell seconded. Isabelle Evans, Richard Roucloux and Mike Gold agreed with Carl Campbell and Fred Graber opposed. Variance approved.

3. Discussion and possible action to approve the process and procedure of the Board to use a template. Mike gold felt like they were familiar with the process now as long as they have the justification when making the variance motion. No action at this time.
4. Future Meetings and agenda items. No plans for next meeting at this time.
5. Adjourn. Isabelle Evans made a motion to adjourn with Carl Campbell seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 8:25 P.M.
