A. ITEMS OPENING MEETING

1. Call to order.


Mayor Jan Yenawine

Mayor Yenawine called the meeting to order at 7:11 P.M.
2. Roll Call

Upon roll call, the following members were present: Mayor Yenawine, Councilmember Blackmore-Hlista, Councilmember Scott, Councilmember Graber, Councilmember Wilder, and Councilmember Hammond. 
3. Pledge to the Flag and reading of Village Vision Statement:
 Councilmember Wilder read the vision statement
4. Approval of Minutes

      March 23, 2010 Councilmember Hammond made motion to approve as written with Councilmember Blackmore-Hlista seconding. The motion carried unanimously.
April 13, 2010 Councilmember Scott made a motion to approve with corrections. Councilman Wilder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
April 29, 2010 Councilmember Scott made a motion to approve with correction. Councilmember Blackmore-Hlista seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
B. CITIZEN COMMUNICATIONS:  

There were no citizen comments on items not on the agenda.
C. GENERAL BUSINESS AND ACTION ITEMS

1. Administer oaths of office and election certificates to elected officials.
Village Secretary gave the oath of office to Councilmember’s Fred Graber, Judy Graci and Mayor Justine Blackmore-Hlista who then took over the meeting.

2. Appointment of Mayor Pro Tem. 
Councilmember Hammond made a motion to appoint Councilmember Graber as Mayor Pro Tem. Councilmember Scott seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
3. Presentation to Allison Thrash. 
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista presented former chair of Planning and Zoning Commission a plaque thanking her for her service and dedication to the Village.
4. Discuss and consider action to approve Proclamation declaring May 22, 2010 as Jan Yenawine Day
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista read the proclamation. Council member Wilder made a motion to adopt May 22, 2010 as “Jan Yenawine Day”. Councilmember Hammond seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

5. Discuss and consider action to approve an ordinance renaming Hill Street.
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista presented the ordinance to Council. Mayor Pro Tem Graber made a motion to adopt the ordinance renaming Hill St. to Yenawine Way. Councilmember Scott seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
6. Discuss and receive an update from consultant regarding coalition and lobbying efforts on behalf of Lake Travis and Volente.
Mayor Pro Tem reported that the first coalition meeting went well. Approximately 31 people attended including representatives from Donna Howard’s, Karen Hubers, and Kirk Watson’s office. The goal is to move forward and put pressure on TCEQ by their next meeting of June 30, 2010.
7. Discuss and consider a resolution opposing Texas Commission on Environmental Quality’s proposed water quality standards for 2010.

8. Discussion and recommendations from the Planning & Zoning Commissioners.
Councilmember Graci updated Council on the May 5th P&Z meeting.

9. Discuss process for appointment of members and chairs for Planning and Zoning and Board of Adjustments.
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista recommended to Council to sponsor a member from the Board of Adjustments and Planning and Zoning by calling them and ask if they are willing and able to continue. A special meeting will be scheduled in one week to follow up and discuss members.
10. Discuss Pedernales upgrade and route plan. 

Councilmember Wilder gave hand out to members of the proposed upgrade and route from Pedernales. A joint work session will be scheduled with P&Z.
11. Discuss and consider action to re-establish the Municipal Court and appoint Dennis Jones as Judge, a Municipal Clerk and Jan Yenawine as a Municipal Judge.
Councilmember Wilder reported that he had a meeting with Judge Dennis Jones and agreed to be appointed Judge for Volente. A clerk is still needed. Councilmember Scott made a motion to appoint Judge Dennis Jones and Jan Yenawine as Volente Judges. Councilmember Hammond seconded. The motion carried unanimously. Jan Yenawine will take the training within the next couple months.
12.  Discuss and consider action on the road repair work for Debbie and West Streets.
Councilmember Hammond handed out copies of the invitations to bid from Geo Solutions stating that there will be a pre bid meeting Tuesday May 25 at 8:00 AM at the Fire Hall.

13.  Report and discussion of incident with TDS during our officially scheduled May 1st Trash Pickup. 
 Councilmember Hammond read a letter from TDS regarding the incident of the trash not being picked up on the “Clean up Day”
14. Discuss and consider action on holding Volente's 1st Farmer's Market and Swap Meet on Mary St on the last Saturday in June (June 26th). 
Councilmember Hammond presented plans to Council to hold a Farmers Marker and Swap Meet to be held June 26th on Mary Street and Brandy Way. Councilmember Scott made a motion to authorize a budget of $1000 for advertising, promoting, etc and authorize Councilmember Hammond to organize the event. Mayor Pro Tem Graber seconded. The motion carried unanimously.

15. Discuss and consider action to adopt ordinance prohibiting parking on Mary Street and installation of tow away signs.
After much discussion Councilmember Judy Graci made a motion to adopt the “no parking” and order the signs. Councilmember Scott seconded. The motion passed unanimously. 
16. Discuss and consider action to authorize the Mayor to sign interlocal with Travis County for Emergency Services.
Councilmember Hammond made a motion to authorize Mayor Blackmore-Hlista to sign the interlocal. Councilmember Wilder seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
17. Discussion of using contract labor for “as needed” services within the Village.
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista advised council that she is looking into our contract labor. There are some issues with using contract labor vs. employee and until she gets more information our contract labor are on hold. She will get further information and report at next meeting.
