1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. The meeting was called to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Lee Bass, Justine Blackmore-Hlista, Fred Graber and Brian Nasky. Gary Murphy was absent.

2.  Citizens Comments: No comments.

3. Recommendations from Planning & Zoning Meeting. Allison Thrash gave update of July 1 P&Z meeting. (See Attached). Commissioner Thrash did inform Council that P&Z is not in favor of condemning any ones property.

4. Discussion and recommendation to Board of Adjustments on a variance application from Zoning Ordinance, Section 30.109 (2) (i) Height and Placement Requirements. Applicant Joel Webb for property 15804 Mary Street. Joel Webb gave presentation of what the building plans for the new home are and why he needs a variance. The variance is due to an enclosed stairwell that will be on top of the roof for access to the roof. The height will be four feet above the thirty- five foot height limit. After review, Council feels that the applicant did not measure the height correctly and that the variance may need to be for cut & fill. The applicant withdrew the variance application until the plans can be reviewed by the Village engineers.
5. Review and possible action of applications for consideration of appointment to Board of Adjustments and Planning & Zoning Commission. Council would like to meet the applicant and will table until next meeting so applicant can be present.
6. Discussion and possible action on road and drainage maintenance issues. Engineer David Simons gave Council a report on Lime Creek Rd problems. (See Attached) After much discussion Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to direct Jay Engineering and Gary Frame to work up a cost estimate to repair drainage issues previously identified on Lime Creek Rd. Cost of report not to exceed two –thousand dollars ($2000). Brian Nasky seconded with all others agreeing. Also discussed was forming a subcommittee to look at the overall scope of road repairs in the Village.
7. Discussion and possible action on a burn ban ordinance. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to approve the burn ban ordinance that now will coordinate with the VVFD with permitting to burn within the village. Fred Graber seconded with all others agreeing.
