MINUTES
A. ITEMS OPENING MEETING

1. Call to order.

Mayor Blackmore-Hlista called the meeting to order at 7:08 P.M.

2. Roll Call

The following members were present: Council member Graci, Council member Hammond, Council member Scott, Council member Wilder, Mayor Blackmore-Hlista and Mayor Pro Tem Graber. A quorum was present.
3. Pledge to the Flag and reading of Village Vision Statement: Mayor Blackmore-Hlista led the pledge and Councilmember Scott read the Vision Statement.
B. CITIZEN COMMUNICATIONS: Austin Cameron introduced himself as being the new owner of the VIP Marina located at 16107-B FM 2769.Mr. Cameron stated he is contemplating purchasing the land underneath the Volente Beach Water Park in the future and would like feedback from Council as to what they would like to see on that property stating Rick Redmond has a lease on it until 2014.
Nancy Carufel stated that there has been more law enforcement on Lime Creek RD the last two weekends.

Mattie Adams voiced her approval of Don Rauschuber stating she had worked with him at Sunset Valley.
C. GENERAL BUSINESS AND ACTION ITEMS

1. Receive report and consider action to accept audit from auditors for the FY 2008-2009.
Keith Neffendorf from the audit firm of Neffendorf, Knopp, Doss & Company PC reviewed the audit report with Council. Council member Hammond made a motion to accept the audit report. Council member Wilder seconded. The motion carried unanimously

2. Receive update from consultant regarding coalition and lobbying efforts on behalf of Lake Travis and Volente.
Council member Fred Graber stated that a web site and blog has be set up (www.laketraviscc.org). Consultant Sandra Haverlah stated that the hearing for the TCEQ on changing the water quality standards will be on June 30th.
3. Consideration and possible approval of a Resolution opposing the Proposed 2010 Surface Water Quality Standards currently under consideration by TCEQ 
Council member Graber made a motion to adopt the resolution in support of Lake Travis standards. Council member Hammond seconded. The motion carried unanimously. The resolution will be signed and sent to TECEQ.
4. Presentation by and discussion with Jay Engineering regarding how to combine and gather existing mapping and survey information to study the alignment of Lime Creek Road. 
After much discussion of what is needed a work order will be drawn up and a special meeting called to authorize Jay Engineering to do the work.

5. Discussion on PEC upgrade and route plan 
This item was tabled

6. Discuss and consider authorization for the Mayor to execute a Contract and Work Order from Don Rauschuber to review the PEC Upgrade proposal 
Council member Graci gave introduction of Mr. Rauschuber experiences with utilities. Council member Graci made a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the work order for a compensation not to exceed $1000.00. Council member Wilder seconded. The motion carried unanimously.
7. Discuss and consider authorization for Mayor to execute a Work Order from Robert Nelson, in an amount not to exceed $2,500 to repair three potholes at the following locations:  

1. Intersection of Debbie and Davy 

2. Dodd and Lakeview

3. Uphill turn into Dodd St. at intersection of Lime Creek and Dodd

Council member Hammond explained the problem at the three areas. Council member Graber made a motion to approve the work order for Robert Nelson for the amount not to exceed $2800. Council member Scott seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
8. Discuss and consider action on moving the date of Volente's 1st Farmer's Market and Swap Meet on Mary St to an early Autumn date of late September/early October 
Council member asked that they the event be moved from the June date to the fall in order to get better prepared. Council member Scott made a motion to schedule the event for October 9, 2010. Council member Hammond seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

9. Discussion of next Volente newsletter 
Councilmember Graber asked that all articles be submitted by the week of June 20th.
10. Discussion of a process to create a Council Priority Project List to assist in the 2010-2011 Budget Process  
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista asked that all council members please prepare a list of priority projects for the budget planning for 2010-2011
11. Consideration and possible approval of Financial Statements for May 2010.

 Councilmember Scott presented the financial update. Council Member Hammond made a motion to accept the report. Council member Wilder seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
12. Consideration and possible approval of a Resolution naming the Hill Country News as the City’s Official Newspaper. 
Council Member Scott made a motion to approve the resolution naming Hill Country News as official newspaper for the Village. Mayor Pro Tem Graber seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

13. Consideration and possible approval of a Resolution appointing Scanlan, Buckle and Young, P.C., as the City Attorney.  
Council Member Wilder made a motion to approve the resolution to appoint Scanlan, Buckle and Young as the Village attorneys. Council Member Hammond seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

14. Consideration and possible approval of a Resolution appointing Jay Engineering, as the City Engineer.

Council Member Hammond made a motion to appoint Jay Engineering as the Village Engineer. Council Member Wilder seconded. The motion passed unanimously.

15. Consideration and possible approval of a Resolution appointing Neffendorf, Knopp, Doss & Company, P.C, as the City Auditor. 

Mayor Pro Tem Graber made a motion to approve the resolution to appoint Neffendorf, Knopp, Doss & Company as Village Audit firm. Council member Scott seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
