1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Jack Hirschhorn called the 
meeting to order at 7:35 P.M. Present were Jack Hirschhorn, David 
Gordon, Allison Thrash and David Gavenda. Brian Nasky after roll call. Jack Hirschhorn introduced and welcomed David Gavenda to the Commission.
2. Citizen Comments: No Citizens
3. Discussion and possible action for a variance request from the cut & fill requirement of 5’, Site Development Ordinance, Sec. 33.339. Request made by B&M Builder for owners Robert & Brenda Lincoln, 8305 Lime Creek Rd, Lot 13. Discussion ensued regarding the cut and fill and height the retaining wall would be for the driveway. Commissioners were concerned that the house was on more than 25% slope and that more vegetative buffer were needed. Commissioners felt the slope issue needed to be addressed before the cut and fill variance. Deed Restrictions setbacks on Lime Creek Road are much higher and for this lot it is 300’. David Gordon made a motion to approve the variance with the provision that a slope variance is not required. The motion failed due to no second. David Gordon then made a motion to deny the variance request for cut and fill with Allison Thrash seconding. Motion passed with 3 yeas and 2 nays.
4. Presentation, discussion and possible action on preliminary plat and site application by Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineer, Aaron Pesek, for Isle Estates, a replat of Lot 11, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 5. Aaron Peske presented to Commissioners the revision made to the submission. 5’ dedication along Mary St., width of the street, dimensions of the cul-de-sac. Applicant asking for a waiver of the buildable area and waiver from the required two access points. Allison Thrash made a motion to deny the application as submitted with Brian Nasky seconding. Planning & Zoning advised the applicant if he brings back revision of the proposal that Mary Street be built out from where Brian George’s subdivision ended to Lime Creek Road then the approval of a maximum of eight (8) lots could be approved without a waiver being needed.
5. Discussion and possible action on issue of tree ordinance requiring tree survey, mitigation, permits and penalties for all new home construction but not for existing home owners. Discussion ensued regarding section 33.336 (D) and (E). Commissioners felt that section 33.321 (C), (I) should be removed and a footnote added as a reference for what the protected trees are and refer to sec.33.336.
6. Approval of minutes for December 6, 2006. Allison Thrash made a motion to approve the minutes with correction to 4 A. David Gordon seconded. Minutes approved. David Gavenda and Brian Nasky abstained.
7. Future Meetings & Agenda Items. Next regular meeting February 7, 2007.
8. Adjourn. Allison Thrash made a motion to adjourn with Brian Nasky seconding. Meeting adjourned at 9:40 P.M.
