 Village of Volente Regular Council Meeting, Tuesday, June 19th 2007

Executive Session 6:30 P.M., Regular Meeting at 7:00 P.M.

VVFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas

1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting was called to order at 7:10. Present were Richard Fraser, Lee Bass, Justine Blackmore-Hlista, and Jan Yenawine. Carey Witt arrived at 7:24 P.M. and Gary Murphy was absent.

2. Close Public Meeting, open Executive Session:

Open Public Meeting: Roll Call.

3. Citizens Comments: No public comments.

4.   Report and Recommendations from Planning and Zoning Commission. 

           Variance request: Brian Rasmussen, 8120 Joy RD.

a. Driveway construction on slopes greater than 15% and finished grade exceeding 15% Site Development Sec. 33.333 

b. Water Quality Sec. 32.116 additional water quality controls

c. Water quality Sec 32.109 (4)(c)(2)(a) Impervious Cover

Jack Hirschhorn gave brief summary of the recommendation to Council to approve the variances for the property at 8120 Joy Road. He stated that they will be reducing the existing impervious cover.

5.  Discussion and possible action on variance request: Brian Rasmussen, 8120 Joy RD.

a. Driveway construction on slopes greater than 15% and finished grade exceeding 15% Site Development Sec. 33.333 

 b. Water Quality Sec. 32.116 additional water quality controls

 c. Water quality Sec 32.109 (4) (c) (2) (a) Impervious Cover

Richard Fraser made a motion to approve the variances with the justification being that they are improving the conditions of the property by reducing the impervious cover. Lee Bass seconded with three votes for and one abstained.

 6.  Report and Recommendations from Planning and Zoning Commission regarding. 

   Volente Peak Preliminary Plat and variance request from Grason Volente    Investments, LLC and Volente Group of Texas LTD.

a. Section 32.109 of the NPS Ordinance – use the LCRA’s 
Alternative Performance Standards instead of the Village’s.

 b. Section 32.117(f) of the NPS Ordinance and Section 33.342(b) (4) of the Site Development Ordinance – allow the peak 2-year storm flow to increase in Basin #1.

Jack Hirschhorn gave recommendation to Council of the conditional approval of the preliminary plat, with the condition being the release of the preserve from Austin. He also recommended the approval of the a. & b. variance. David Simons explained that the variances were adequate standards.
7.      Discussion and possible action on recommendation from the Planning & Zoning Commission, Volente Peak Preliminary Plat and variance request from Grason Volente Investments, LLC and Volente Group of Texas LTD. Richard Fraser made a motion to postpone the decision on the Preliminary plat at this time, Carey Witt seconded. Discussion ensued. All agreed.
     1. Section 32.109 of the NPS Ordinance – use the LCRA’s

     2. Section 32.117(f) of the NPS Ordinance and Section 
33.342(b) (4) of the Site Development Ordinance – allow the peak 2-year storm flow to increase in Basin #1.

Richard Fraser made a motion to table the above variances at this time. Carey Witt seconded. Discussion ensued. All agreed 

3. Section 33.342(b)(4) of the Site Development Ordinance – allow the peak flows from Basin #4 to increase if downstream drainage improvements are made to convey the increased flow to the lake without adverse impacts to any downstream property.
The applicant withdrew variance request # 7,  3.

Mayor Yenawine called a brief break at 8:05 P.M.

Meeting called back to order at 8:14 P.M. At this time the Mayor moved back to item # 3 Citizen Comments. Ken Beck, President of the VNA introduced Attorney Jason Collins who will be representing the “citizens group” who are actively pursuing information and soliciting support regarding the proposed Brushy Creek Regional Water Intake Project.
8.  Mayors Report:

a. Discussion and possible action regarding the meeting with Pedernales Coop Representatives. Mayor Yenawine discussed the meeting he had with representatives from PEC regarding no new poles to be place within the limits of Volente. Discussion ensued. Use of existing poles as long as the lines coming off of the poles are buried. Gary Frame, Village Code inspector, to boar under Lime Creek Road the cost would be approximately $10,000- $15,000. There is also the chance that the next person to build will cut the lines when they are installing their lines. Council stated that the applicant can come to Council for a waiver on a case by case basis.
b. Discussion and possible action on Planning & Zoning Application from Judy Graci, and Ron Montanez for a P&Z Commissioner Position. Richard Fraser made a motion to recommended that Judy Graci be appointed to the Planning & Zoning Commission to fill the position left by Lee Bass and that Ron Montanez be appointed as an alternate. Carey Witt seconded. All agreed.
c. Discussion and possible action on Brushy Creek Regional Water Project and report from Jay Engineering regarding water treatment plants. David Simons, village engineer, reviewed the report of the cost of a water treatment plant. See attached. No action taken.
d. Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of the site Development permit for Isle Estates and the letter from Ed Moore, adjacent property owner representative, regarding drainage concerns. Discussion ensued in regard tot eh construction permit that was issued to Isle Estates for the infrastructure. Ed Moore representing J.P. Bryant voiced concern of the added drainage that the development to add to his clients property. David Simons stated that it was approved for compliance and that he has to go by calculations presented by the engineers and right now the two engineers are disagreeing.
The Subdivision ordinance is not clear and not good in regard to how a permit can be issued before the final plat is filed.

Council will refer the ordinance to P&Z to remove the waiver on SFR over one acre.

Richard Fraser made a motion to authorize the Mayor to recall the permit within 60 days unless an agreement between the two owners is met. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded with all in agreement.

9.  HEALTH & ENVIRONMENTAL (Richard Fraser)

a. Discussion and seek guidance and or direction from council regarding native, non-invasive, and preferred landscaping requirements for single family homes. Richard Fraser will get more information and work with David Gavenda, P&Z Commissioner,
10.  PUBLIC SAFETY (Gary Murphy)


a. Discussion and possible action regarding parking and loading and unloading violations at Wharf Cove and Lime Creek Road. Discussion ensued. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion recommending hiring a constable to write tickets for a day. Carey Witt seconded. All agreed and Gary Frame will choose which day of the week to have the officer.
11.  PLANNING & ZONING (Justine Blackmore-Hlista/ Lee Bass)


a. Discussion and possible action to create and adopt a procedural ordinance on how and when newsletters and communication with the public is conducted. 
New newsletter format was reviewed. Council suggested that a monthly newsletter should go out after Council meetings to keep citizens updated. If something of importance comes up before, then a special meeting can be called.
        b. Discussion and possible action to create a procedural ordinance on how and when individual council members can work directly with the City Attorney. Routine use of engineers and attorney, something special need to have a special Council meeting to discuss.
        c. Discussion and possible action to create a procedural ordinance on how and when individual council members make direct requests of city consultants such as engineers.  Same as above (b).
12. PUBLIC WORKS (Carey Witt)

         a. Discussion and possible action on report from Jay Engineering regarding a slope protection/repair/stabilization detail and a typical traffic control plan (TCP) for road maintenance in Volente. Council reviewed the report and Carey Witt will go to the site on Lime Creek Rd and present a more precise report.
