     11. Consideration and possible action regarding the issuing of Certificate of Occupancy for new construction. 

Gary Frame, city code inspector, stated he has spoken to PEC to work with them to get permission from the Village before they hook up the power to new homes. PEC presently, hooks up temporary meters. When construction is completed they hook up the permanent meter allowing the owners to move in with out a certificate of occupancy.   Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to have an agreement with PEC that no permanent meter is to be installed without a certificate of occupancy from the Village. Brian Nasky seconded with all in agreement.

     12. Consideration and possible action on accepting bid for tree trimming on Lakeview Street. Lee Bass reported that the Village received three bids for the trimming and clearing on Lakeview. Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to contract with Arbortex for the sum of $900.00. Lee Bass seconded. All agreed.
