Regular Called Meeting, Wednesday, November 7, 2007, 7:00 PM 

VFFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas.

1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Meeting was called to order at 7:15 P.M. Present were Jack Hirschhorn, David Gavenda, Brian Nasky, Judy Graci and Allison Thrash.
2.  Citizen Comments:  No comments.
3. Discussion and possible action on preliminary plat and site development plan for Gate Hollow II., Lot 6 and 10 Lake Travis Subdivision NO 6. Applicant Aaron Pesek representing Greg Attwood and Bruce Fowler. Aaron Pesek gave presentation showing 20 lots one which is the present home site of Greg Attwood with the remaining 19 just over one acre. Engineer David Simons stated that five of the lots do not comply with water quality regulations. Mr. Pesek stated it would have to be regulated lot by lot.
Another issue was the point of access which was brought up a couple of years ago when Gate Hollow I was presented.

Lot 50 falls under Sandy Shores deed restrictions which they are proposing to dedicate it as a point of access. A petition has been presented to the Village from Sandy Shore Residents against the dedication of lot 50 for an access entrance. City Attorney stated that the restrictive covenants would have to be removed by the agreement of the landowners in Sandy Shores or by a court order. Mr. Attwood stated that if they could not convert lot 50 into an entrance then both points of access would be further down Sharon side by side.

Barbara Gay spoke on behalf of the Sandy Shore residents, objecting to the use of lot 50 and requesting that an entrance be off of Lime Creek Rd stating that it would be too much traffic on Sharon RD.

Further discussion ensued concerning traffic and water quality.
Brian Nasky made a motion that based on the inability to furnish a second access and legal issues a motion to deny with Allison Thrash seconding. All Agreed.

4. Discussion and possible action of water planning and availability of water in aquifers and potential impact to existing residents in the Village. Judy Graci reported to commission that the two main aquifers are Hansel and Cowl Creek. A study would cost approximately $20,000 to $30,000. She stated she would have more to report at next months meeting.
5. Approval of minutes. October 3, 2007. David Gavenda made a motion to approve the minutes with the correction of taking off the word notice of in the title with Allison Thrash seconding. All agreed. Minutes approved.
6. Future Meetings & Agenda Items.  Next meeting will be mandatory meeting on November 29 to view the Open Meetings Video. Next regular meeting will be December 5, 2007 at 7:00 P.M.
7.  Adjourn. David Gavenda made a motion to adjourn with Brian Nasky seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 8:30 P.M.
