 Village of Volente Planning & Zoning Commission

Regular Called Meeting, Wednesday, October 3, 2007, 7:00 PM 

VFFD and Community Center, 15406 FM 2769, Volente, Texas.

1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:15 P.M. Present were Brian Nasky, David Gavenda and Judy Graci. Jack Hirschhorn arrived at 7:35 and Allison Thrash was absent.

2.  Citizen Comments:  Thomas Loomis of Loomis Austin, representative for Steve Adams who purchased the Volente Beach Club, introduced himself and asked if a joint meeting would be possible with Council in November to present a concept plan for the property. At this point they are not for sure of what they plan to do but a small hotel and condominium project is being considered. He stated the goal is to appeal to Volente and that he can be reached by phone for questions anytime.

Pamela McClain, attorney for Steve Adams also introduced herself.

3. Discussion and possible action regarding water planning and availability of water in aquifers and potential impact to existing residents in the Village. Brian Nasky voiced concern regarding all the new wells that have and will be installed and what effect it will have in the future on the aquifers. David Gavenda made a motion to recommend to Council to hire a hydrologist to evaluate and make recommendations to the Village regarding all the wells that we have now and in the future and if the aquifers can handle more. Motion did not carry due to a lack of a second. Judy Graci stated she felt she would like to research this and discuss the findings at the next meeting. She would like to know the cost estimate and she will see what she can find from the State office. No action taken.
4. Discussion and possible action regarding the monitoring of the construction process in the Village. Brian Nasky voiced concern regarding construction sites on Lime Creek Rd and FM 2769 not maintaining their sites and allowing big rocks, debris and silt to lay in the roadways. Some solutions were discussed and a motion was made by Brian Nasky to recommend to Council to add (n) & (o) to Site Development Ordinance Sec. 33.385 Construction Obligations as follows

(n)  Traffic controls must be provided when ROW is obstructed. Contractors shall notify the Village when it will be obstructed and supervise the activity in a manner to allow safe passage of traffic.

(o)  Contractors shall not allow debris on the ROW. Removal of debris such as silt, rocks and any materials from the construction site shall be immediately removed.

5. Discussion and possible action regarding the site development ordinance. Brian Nasky made a motion to recommend to Council  to add  (E) to Site Development Sec. 33.333  Driveways in Public Right of Way  (b) Grade  (1) General:      Temporary construction entrances shall slope away from the edge of the road a minimum of 6-8 feet and not impede natural drainage flow.  

Also this should be added to the Single Family Residential packet and notify Engineers (ATS) of this.

6. Approval of minutes. September 5, 2007. Brian Nasky made a motion to approve the minutes with the correction to add to # 3 to include that the driveway be moved away from the natural creek bed. David Gavenda seconded. Minutes approved with correction.
7. Future Meetings & Agenda Items. Next meeting will be November 7, 2007 at 7:00 P.M. Agenda items will be Blasting, noise and vibration ordinance for possible revisions, Isle Estates final plat and Gate Hollow II preliminary plat. 

8. Adjourn. Brian Nasky made a motion to adjourn with David Gavenda seconding. Meeting adjourned at 8:40 P.M.
