MINUTES

A. ITEMS OPENING MEETING

1. Call to order.


Mayor Justine Blackmore-Hlista

Mayor Blackmore-Hlista called the meeting to order at 7:04 PM
2. Roll Call

The following members were present: Mayor Blackmore-Hlista, Council member Graci, Councilmember Graber, and Councilmember Wilder. Councilmember’s Scott and Hammond were absent. Village Attorney Buckle and Village Engineers Simons and Dickey were also present.
3. Pledge to the Flag and reading of Village Vision Statement:

Mayor Blackmore-Hlista led the pledge.

Councilmember Graci read the Vision Statement.

B. CITIZEN COMMUNICATIONS:  No communications
C. GENERAL BUSINESS AND ACTION ITEMS

1. Receive update from consultant regarding coalition and lobbying efforts on behalf of Lake Travis and Volente.
Councilmember Graber reported that the web site for the coalition is up and running and he suggested reducing the fee for the consultant for the next couple of months. This will be reviewed.
2. Discussion and follow up on construction violations for 8136 Joy. 
ATS Consultant Marc Dickey addressed complaint from Nancy Carufel regarding runoff issues at the construction site. Pictures and plans were reviewed. Engineer and Builder will be contacted to make adjustments.
3. Consideration and possible action to accept letter from engineer for culvert design at 15804 Mary ST. 
ATS Consultant Marc Dickey discussed the issue that the culvert pipes that were installed were not the size that is stated on the original subdivision plat. A letter from the construction engineer states that the pipes used will keep the flow of the runoff within the pipes. Attorney Buckle suggested that an amended plat be done by the property owners to have the culvert size removed from the plat.
4. Receive update from consultant Don Rauschuber regarding Pedernales meeting.
(this item was taken out of order) Mr. Rauschuber reported the size of poles to be used will be 45-55 ft tall and have a cross member and will hold four lines. A letter will be drafted to Pedernales Coop and maps will be released to them regarding the Villages ROW.
5. Discussion and follow up report on hiring of Constables for traffic control on Wharf Cove during weekend of July 9-11. 
Mayor Blackmore-Hlista reported that having the Constables, controlled the traffic and parking issues compared to the July 4th Holiday weekend when the parking signs were torn down and parking violations were not being enforced. 
6. Consideration and possible action for a variance from the sign ordinance for an application submitted for two subdivision signs for Highland Bend Estates. 
Volente Ventures asked for two subdivision signs due to the layout of the subdivision. Councilmember Wilder made a motion to approve the variance allowing two subdivision signs on the Highland Bend Subdivision. Councilmember Graber seconded. The motion passed unanimously.
7. Presentation and discussion from Engineer David Simons on the Lime Creek right of way evaluation. 
(This item was taken out of order) Engineer David Simons presented Council with maps showing the ROW along Lime Creek Road and where it varies. 
8. Discussion and possible action regarding the location and/or use of temporary, manufactured and/or mobile homes on residentially zoned lots. 

Mayor Blackmore-Hlista recommended that the Planning and Zoning Commission research the ordinances and clarify the use of manufactured and mobile homes.
9. Discussion and possible action regarding use of mobile home/RV as living quarters at 7601 Reed Dr. 

Mayor Blackmore-Hlista presented to Council the issue of an RV being a permanent residence. As above she asked that Planning & Zoning review and possibly amend the zoning ordinance.

10. Consideration and possible approval of Financial Statement for June 2010.
Councilmember Graber made a motion to accept the financial statement. Councilmember Wilder seconded the motion. Motion passed unanimously.
11. Consideration and possible approval of Minutes.

Councilmember Graci made a motion to approve the minutes as written with Councilmember Graber seconding. Motion passed unanimously.


b. June 22, 2010:
