5. Mayors Report: 


a. Discussion and possible action on application from James Jordan as alternate for the Board of Adjustments. Lee Bass made a motion to accept the application with Richard Fraser seconding. All agreed. 

b. Discussion and possible action on banning large delivery trucks on Lime Creek Road during flooding on FM 2769. Discussion ensued. Council will look into getting signage posted at intersections of Lime Creek Road and Anderson Mill. Mayor Yenawine will talk with the Commissioner.
6.  Discussion and possible action to require financial responsibility for cutting and boring of village roads while installing public utilities. City engineer David Simons gave Council his review of the ordinance suggested that Council can set a security bond for an amount that would cover repairs and clean up. He also agreed that a traffic control requirement can be put in the bond also. Austin’s regulations will be reviewed.

7. Discussion and possible action regarding, noise, vibration and blasting ordinances.
