      1.  Call to Order & Establishment of a Quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:35 PM. Present were Mike Gold, Richard Roucloux, and Carl Campbell. Isabelle Evans arrived after roll was called.
      2.  Discussion, review & possible action of the Board of Adjustments variance 
reviews and clarify procedures to grant a variance. Discussion ensued of procedures of the BOA. 

a) Board decided to make sure to have approved minutes from meetings and in the minutes should have the hardships that the variance is granted to.
b) Site plans submitted for variance review must be the required size in the ordinance. Variance will be granted to plans submitted. If site plans change then the variance is no longer valid.

c) A copy of the variance will be sent to surrounding land owners after the variance is granted.

Board will ask legal advice as to whether the variance stays with the land and if so, conditions need to state what the variance and limits are.
      3.  Possible trip to site of 7409 Reed and 7501 Reed. Richard Roucloux made a motion to take a recess and visit the site. Don Burg seconded. Meeting recessed. Reconvened at 9:00 PM
      4.   Discussion and possible action regarding the variance applications for Chris 
Pinnelli for street side set back & front yard setback for Lot 7, Nicholson 
Lake Travis  Subdivision No. 1, 7409 Reed Drive. Mike Gold read and 
reviewed zoning ordinance Sec. 30.129 and the variance request. The variance request for 7409 Reed for a variance from the required 50’ street side setback and 50’ front yard setback. Meeting opened up for public comments. Sylvia Jones 15304 Randolph objected to the variance as well as Mr. Lesch, 15401 Randolph.    Walt Thompson had not objection. Public meeting closed. 
Isabelle Evans made a motion to grant a variance from the front set back of 7409 reed to be granted at a distance of 43’. Hardship being that moving the house may encroach on side set to adjacent lot. Condition that the variance is granted to the footprint presented at this meeting. Don Burg seconded. If the location of the house changes a new variance application will need to be presented. Appeals can be made but only have ten (10) days from date that variance was granted.
The variance request for 7501 Reed Dr for a front yard set back of 25’ was denied. Motion to deny was made by Isabelle Evans and seconded by Don Burg. All agreed. Variance denied. Board felt there was no justification for the variance and that the garage or house could be relocated to fit within the setbacks. Board members were concerned about the placement of the septic on the lots.
      5.   Approval of minutes June 27, 2006. Minutes for June 27, 2006 were approved with the motion made by Don Burg and seconded by Carl Campbell. 
      6.   Future Meetings & Agenda Items. Isabelle Evans made a recommendation to have Planning & Zoning Commission amend the zoning ordinance for the IR Overlay lots for the street side setbacks.
Isabelle Evans will work on a template to use for variances at the Board meetings.

      7.   Adjournment. Richard Roucloux made a motion to adjourn with Don Burg seconding. All agreed. Meeting adjourned at 10:30 P.M.
