3. Presentation, discussion and possible action on preliminary & final replat and site plan application by Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineer Aaron Pesek, for Ferguson Estates resubdivision of a portion of Lot 15, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 5, 15424 FM 2769, Volente, Texas.  Nothing has changed from last month meeting. Presented TX DOT letter. Will have two driveways. One will be joint access. The Plat will reflect driveway easement. Motion to recommend approval of Ferguson Estate preliminary, final and site plat made by David Gordon, Allison Thrash seconded. All agreed.
4. Presentation, discussion and possible action on preliminary plat and site application by Garrett-Ihnen Civil Engineer, Aaron Pesek, for Isle Estates, a replat of Lot 11, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 5. Site is 8.75 acres. Variance request from the buildable area be half of the allowable lot minimum. ROW radius is according to emergency vehicles. Wells to be encased. Plat showing Mary Street will only be finished to Brandyway, the name of the street in the subdivision. Drainage will be checked on the Wayne Norris property across from subdivision to see if easement needs to be obtained. David Gordon stated needs two entrances to subdivision and Mary Street needs to be finished to end of property. Need another entrance, either to Hall St or to Lime Creek. 
a) Buildable Space. Suggestion of allowing a variance for the buildable area to ½ and require them to build Mary St as the Reed Subdivision. David Simons did not feel that the Village could require them to build all the way to Lime Creek Rd. Suggestion of finishing street to end of property then provide a point of access. David Simons stated that for such a small number of lots could possibly be handled with only one entrance.
