1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum. Meeting called to order at 6:36 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Scott Attwood, Richard Fraser, Carey Witt, Justine Blackmore-Hlista, and Gary Murphy.

2. Close Executive Session. Executive session closed at 7:04 P.M.

3. Open Public Meeting, Call to order and establishment of a Quorum. Public meeting called to order at & 7:06P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Scott Attwood, Richard Fraser, Carey Witt, Justine Blackmore-Hlista and Gary Murphy.

4.  Possible action from Executive Session:


A. Direction to the City Attorney re: Grason Volente Investments LLC and Volente Group of Texas LTD vs Village of Volente, Texas and Jan Yenawine. No action

       B. Direction to the City Attorney re: Volente vs Beaches LTD and Rick Redmond. No action

       C. Authorize the Mayor to sign the Settlement and Release Agreement with Freese & Nichols and tender payment in settlement of all disputes with Freese & Nichols. Richard Fraser made a motion to authorize payment to Freese and Nichols for settlement of dispute, of $30,000.Carey Witt seconded. All agreed.

 D. Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance violations for property at 15749 Booth Circle, Mark & Eva Scott. Brad Schubert from ATS gave report of non compliance issues with the site. See attached review letter. Discussion ensued. Mr. Scott stated he would make every effort to comply with impervious cover, landscaping and height issue. Stated he could not move house back out of flood plain as it would involve taking out five large trees and that the steel for the supports have already been ordered and cut. Mr. Scott was advised that he would need to ask for a variance to build in the flood plain and variance from the water quality ordinance. Scott Attwood made motion to “red tag” property until Council could act on a variance request of building in the flood plain. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All agreed.
5. Citizen’s comments: Carl Campbell in regard to the Volente Peak Application specifically the 25% slope issue.
6. Recommendation by Planning & Zoning & Presentation by Garrett-Ihnen, on final replat and site plan application by Volente Ventures LP, of the resubdivision of Lots 34, 35, and 35 1/2, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 4, to be known as Highland Bend Subdivision.

Aaron Peske from Garrett-Ihnen gave presentation to Council. Planning and Zoning made their recommendation to Council to approve this subdivision with conditions (1) PEC blanket easement is on the Plat, (2) Extension of the joint access easement on plat.
7. Discussion and possible action on final replat and site plan application by Volente Ventures LP, of the resubdivision of Lots 34, 35, and 35 1/2, Lake Travis Subdivision NO. 4, to be known as Highland Bend Subdivision. Richard Fraser made motion to approve this subdivision with the conditions outlined by P&Z. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All agreed. Subdivision approved.
8. Discussion and possible action to amend & clarify the way that height of structures will be measured. Richard Fraser made motion to adopt standard of measure from the finished grade elevation between the highest and lowest. Richard Fraser then amended the motion to say measured six feet perpendicular to the foundation as it meets the finished grade. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All agreed.
9. Discussion and possible action to determine applications that require an engineered report. Richard Fraser made motion that existing single family R1 platted lots in lieu would accept 1’topo survey with flow lines. Richard Fraser withdrew the motion. ATS was instructed to require the engineer reports.
10. Discussion and possible action to direct Planning & Zoning regarding the following:

set backs. Council directed P&Z to address the issue of lake side set backs. Council did not want to refer directive to P&Z regarding sprinklers and reflective roofs.


b. Amending zoning ordinance for overlay lots regarding street set 

            backs.

c. Mixed use for C-2 Zoning. Council directed P&Z to look at this issue.
11. Discussion and possible action to sign new Interjurisdictional Mutual 
Aid Agreement. Richard Fraser made a motion to sign the new agreement with Gary Murphy seconding. All agreed.
12.  Traffic Enforcement report. Gary Murphy reported that he should be getting the traffic study soon which will designate the time for the sheriff to patrol on Lime Creek Road.
