Attorney Tom Buckle suggested a compromise - as a rule, slope 



construction in the PDD could be limited to 25 percent but the 



applicant could go to 40 percent if the property is engineered to 



specifications which could be done without requiring the applicant 



to seek variances.



Greg Hammonds strongly suggested the 40 percent slopes stating that 


anything under that could damage the development. He stated the 



difference between 35 and 40 percent would mean up to $2 million 


of lots that may be left unbuildable.
