1.   Call to Order and Establishment of a Quorum. Mayor Yenawine called the meeting to order at 7:00 P.M. Present were Lee Bass, Carey Witt, Richard Fraser, Justine Blackmore-Hlista and Jan Yenwine. Gary Murphy was absent.

2. Citizens Comments:  No comments.
3. Recommendations from planning & zoning, discussion and possible action to amend the site development ordinance: Jack Hirschhorn gave the recommendations from P&Z.
         A. to add (n) & (o) to Site Development Ordinance Sec. 33.385 Construction Obligations as follows

(n)  Traffic controls must be provided when ROW is obstructed. Contractors shall notify the Village when it will be obstructed and supervise the activity in a manner to allow safe passage of traffic.

(o)  Contractors shall not allow debris on the ROW. Removal of debris such as silt, rocks and any materials from the construction site shall be immediately removed.

Council member Justine Blackmore-Hlista made a motion to accept the recommendations for Site Development Ordinance Sec. 33.385 to add (n) and (o) as above. Richard Fraser seconded. All agreed.
               B. to add  (E) to Site Development Sec. 33.333  Driveways in Public Right of Way  (b) Grade  (1) General:      Temporary construction entrances shall slope away from the edge of the road a minimum of 6-8 feet and not impede natural drainage flow.  

Councilman Richard Fraser made a motion to accept the recommendations from P&Z with the following changes. Temporary construction entrances shall be designed & constructed to prevent silt, rock and debris from entering the roadway pavement. Councilwoman Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. All agreed.

Also this should be added to the Single Family Residential packet and notify Engineers (ATS) of this.

    4.
Discussion and possible action regarding the sign ordinance and complaints from realtors. This item was taken out of order. Kimberley Wimberley, a local realtor, explained why she was upset about the enforcing of the sign ordinance two weeks before the end of selling season. She listed several reasons that sales are down this year. She also gave a list of amendments and solution to the problems of the sign ordinance. A (see attachment). She also complained about the large signs that have been put up by Volente Realty.

        Code enforcement inspectors voiced concerns of the flier boxes and people stopping on roads such as Lime Creek RD and FM 2769 to get a flyer.

      Attorney Tom Buckle stated that a 10’ setback from the pavement is extremely good. If there is no shoulder then the flier boxes should not be there.

          Richard Fraser thanked the realtors for their input and stated that he would work on a solution and present it at the next regular meeting.

     5. Discussion and possible action regarding a variance request from the sign ordinance for Sec. 35.119 Right of way. Request  from Sandy Creek Yacht Club, 8714 Lime Creek RD, Joel Vickery, Manager. The sign is 19’ from the edge of the pavement. Councilman Carey Witt made a motion to grant the variance of sign can be no closer then 18’ from the edge of pavement on Lime Creek Road with Councilman Richard Fraser seconding. All Agreed. Sign will be permitted.
    6.  Discussion and possible action regarding tree trimming quotes. Councilman Richard Fraser suggested that he would walk Booth Circle and measure and mark what trees and shrubs should not be cut back. Some residents from Joy & Sharon voiced concern about their street and the Oak Wilt problem. Councilman Fraser stated he would start with Joy and Sharon.
     7. Discussion and possible action regarding RFP for consultants for Blasting, noise and vibration ordinances. Discussion ensued. General consensus of Council was that the Village is in need of both the expertise of Vibratech and Mr. Bruce to cover both the blasting and the noise/vibration. The Village Attorney can do the legal work of the ordinance. Councilwoman Justine Blackmore- Hlista will contact Mr. Bruce and Vibratech  to find out their level of expertise of low level industrial noise in a residential area and ask them to come and visit with Council.
     8.  Discussion and possible action regarding amending the blasting and sound ordinances. This item was requested to be on next agenda.
    9. Discussion and possible action regarding repair on the parking lot and patching of roads. Discussion of purchasing some “cold patch” and storing at Robert Nelson’s company. Then we could contract with Mr. Nelson to do the minor road patching as needed. A list of “pot holes will be obtained”.
     10. Discussion and possible action regarding telecommunications ordinance and amending to include wind mill energy restrictions. Attorney Tom Buckle will review the ordinance for next meeting.
    11. Staff Report:    Minutes from October 2, 2007. Councilman Carey Witt made a motion to approve the minutes with Councilwoman Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconding. All agreed. Minutes were approved.
 Capital Metro Funds: Discussion of repairing the drop off on the curves of Lime Creek Road. Councilman Carey Witt will get with David Simons to prepare this to go out for bids.
