1. Call to order and establishment of a quorum.

         2. Close executive session Open Special Called Meeting. Call to order & 
establishment of a quorum. Meeting called to order at 7:15 P.M. Present were Jan Yenawine, Richard Fraser, Carey Witt, Gary Murphy, Scott Attwood and Justine Blackmore-Hlista.

         3. Discussion and possible action on submission of the Planned 



Development District Application for Volente Peak Project, Grason 


Volente LTD 
and Volente Group of Texas. Discussion ensued. Gary Murphy had met with Greg and Jason Hammonds regarding parks and recreation center. Diagrams handed out to Council along with revised chart. Applicant stated they are not willing to build a recreation/community center. Village is not capable of maintaining a park. The 25’ walking/bike path dedicated on Lime Creek Road is off the table and an additional one acre will be offered.
Richard Fraser made a motion to accept the proposal of community parkland site dev. modification # 24. Richard Fraser amended the motion to possibly attain more acreage from Fish & Wildlife for Community Park. Justine Blackmore-Hlista seconded. Discussion ensued. Richard Fraser, Scott Attwood and Justine Blackmore-Hlista in favor of three acres and additional land. Gary Murphy and Carey Witt opposed stating that to accept only three acres without improvements is a “slap in the face”. A community center is approximately $300, 000.00 to build or to have a turf for a soccer field. Scott Attwood stated that USFW & LCRA will put a percentage in for parks. Gary Murphy made a motion to ask for $500.000.00 for parks. Motion died due to no second. Scott Attwood made a motion to ask for an additional $200,000.00 for parks and Carey Witt seconded. Discussion ensued again regarding tree fund to help support parks. Suggestion by Richard Fraser to have builders pay $1500.00 up front for trees.

Site Dev. Mod. # 12. Driveway slopes. Richard Fraser showed support of 15’ cut up to 20’, however every lot in excess of 10’ cut or fill need to be designated on final plat. Carey Witt voiced concern of larger fill in driveways. Gary Murphy felt it was another compromise. All lots over 10’ cut or fill will need to be designated on final plat. At this time Richard Fraser stated that all issues on the “chart” have been addressed. Tom Buckle, Village Attorney felt he could draft a document from the consensus of Council.
Council took a five minute break at 9:00 P.M.

Council reviewed a modified version of the “chart” that the applicant distributed to Council. Discussion ensued on:

Zoning Modification # 2 pg 3 (B). Carey Witt opposed to a 5’ setback stating a 10’ would be best. Justine Blackmore-Hlista stated it needed to be approved by the Fire Chief. Scott Attwood agreed with Carey Witt, that a 10’ minimum unless there were problem with trees. Richard Fraser stated 10’ okay with a total of 30’, anything else goes to the board of Adjustment.
Discussion ensued regarding parks once again. Gary Murphy wanted to know what the benefits were to the Village; he felt the Village conceded to allow the PDD.

Gary Murphy made a motion to ask for $300,000.00 for parks, Carey Witt seconded. Further discussion ensued. Final consensus was to ask for $200, 000.00.

Richard Fraser made a motion to give Tom Buckle the “Council Version of the Chart” to prepare final consensus of Council. Scott Attwood seconded. All Agreed.

5. Future Meetings and agenda items. Next meeting will be Wednesday, October 11, 2006 at 7:00 P.M.
6. Adjourn. Richard Fraser made a motion to adjourn with Scott Attwood seconding. All Agreed. Meeting adjourned at 10:00 P.M.
